Arrangements of still life and decaying flora present themselves in suspended 
annimation or as line etchings. All distilled into a magnified photographic form.

In a perpetual Lockdown and stripped of usual distraction, I began to adapt and 
find creativity within the absent. With my pandemic puppy in hand, I walked the long snow covered 
trails of the Don Valley foraging and gathering plentiful nuggets of inspirational ephemera”.
 
I love the final weeks of autumn, with all its layering of autumnal ecological decay. But it was this 
winter that I really connected with the glory of nature flourishing in lean times. Deciduous trees and 
seasonal flora had dropped their final foliage on the snow, and had created an alchemy of  
figurative botanical language all their own.

Plants don’t fight winter and pretend it’s not happening. Winter is not the death of a plant’s life 
cycle but its crucible. Plants prepare, adapt and perform extraordinary acts of metamorphosis to 
get them through the season. This is the place where I centred my thoughts,, energy and creative 
experimentation and expression during this time.
 
‘The Necessary Art of Noticing’ has been created to provide us with a respite, a visual pause,  
somewhere to hold space and reflect. Conciously notice and admire all the nuances Mother Earth’s 
life cycle provides us. It’s a metaphor for deep hope, that our human society can learn to slow 
down and begin to regenerate and care for ALL people. Our home. Our planet.
